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The space beneath the stairs became the perfect place
for a mini-gallery to display the Woodards’ complete
Courvoisier Erté collection. Custom-made, aluminum
blacks are backlit to highlight the crystal decanters’ indi-

vidualized labels, each of which depicts a phase in the
cognac-making process.

The media room provides the Woodards with
another type of relaxation. The home’s only car-
peted room, its equipped with state-of-the-art
technologies, including a Niles audio system, a
106-inch rear-projection television, a Blu-ray Disc
player and Pioneer Elite receiver. Tiered seating
maximizes viewing space, and black walls, coupled
with black-out lined silk drapes slinking down the
sliding glass door, create total darkness when the
wall lighting is dimmed.

Phil says the entire house, including the play-
er piano, is wired into the Niles audio/video sys-
tem, with touch-pad controls in most rooms.

“My most favorite thing in the house is that I
can touch a button in one room, hold it for three
seconds, and the whole house fills up with music.
Or I'll be listening to Jerry Lee upstairs, press a
button, and a second later Great Balls of Fire is
playing on the piano,” he explains.

The streamlined technology complements the
home’s contemporary, minimalist décor, which
builds upwards from basic flooring—sprayed con-
crete in the basement and bamboo wood elsewhere.

Tim Pierce, owner of Signature Designs Inc.,
says the stone wall provided inspiration for much
of the home’s décor.

“Inidally, if you look at it, it just looks like
stone, but when you really study it, it has in ic every
color you can imagine,” he explains. “All of these
colors jump out of that Missouri blue limesrone,
and it really gave us a color palette to play with.”

A rich scheme of reds, browns and oranges
accent the cool, contemporary kitchen, which
sports sharkskin-patterned Thermafoil cabinetry,
man-made limestone countertops and an irides-
cent glass tile backsplash.

Toasty espresso ultra-suede microfiber covers
the Z-shaped modular sofa in the adjacent living
room, which has unencumbered views thanks to
a glass wall stretching upwards of 20 feet.

Upstairs, in the master suite, dramatic, grey-
green drapes cascade from the ceiling to the floor
to cover the western wall and give the Woodards
privacy to enjoy their romantic bedroom. A sensu-
al painting of a female nude hangs above the king-
sized sleigh bed, which faces an electric fireplace.

Pierce added the painting because as the wall
winds through most of the rooms, it serves as a
sort of gallery, boasting many of the Woodards’
prized artworks, including three works by
Spanish surrealist Joan Miro.

And it’s hard for the Woodards to believe,
given that so much of the home’s design is root-
ed in the wall, they initially thought the design
concept a bad idea.

“We fought our architects hard on that wall,”
Terry says. “But we're sure glad he held his guns.” ®
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
